
When Mormon missionaries speak with you, they will rarely 
mention these 'higher' doctrines. Instead, they will politely 
introduce Mormonism using Christian terminology (Trinity, 
Jesus, salvation, etc.) but with non-Christian definitions. 
Therefore, you really don't know what they are teaching 
until long after you have joined their cult. Be warned. 
Mormonism is a cult. 
 

The Jehovah Witness cult teaches: 
• The Jehovah Witness sect is the prophet of God. 11 
• Jesus returned invisibly in 1914. 12 
• God governs the universe from the star Alcyone.13 
• The Holy Spirit is God's impersonal active force. 14 
• Only Jehovah Witness organization members will be 

saved. 15 
• Jesus was an angel who became a man. 16 
• Jesus did not rise from the dead in the same body he 

died in. 17 
• Jehovah Witness’s deny God’s Triune nature. 18 
• Good works are necessary for the forgiveness of sins.19 

 
These doctrines are taught by the Jehovah's Witness 

organization known as the Watchtower Bible and Tract 
Society. Be careful. Jehovah's Witnesses will want to begin a 
home 'Bible study' with you and your family. What they 
really want is for you to join their religious organization. 
Then they will tell you that if you leave, you are damned to 
annihilation. Be warned. The Jehovah Witness is a cult. 
 

Exposing the Truth 
These groups are cults because they deny the biblical 

doctrines of Jesus and salvation. First, Mormonism says 
Jesus is the brother of the Devil.7   Jehovah Witness’s teach 
that he is an angel who became a man. 16 These teachings 
are false. They each preach a false Jesus. Hebrews Chapter 
1 & 2 clearly teach that Jesus was no angel , but was God 
revealing Himself to save humanity. A true holy God would 
never command angels or people to worship other angels. 42   

The Bible says that Jesus is God in flesh, 20 He is 
worshipped 21 and prayed to. 22 He forgives sins. 23 He is 
the creator of all things, 24 and He gives eternal life. 25 Both 
cults distort and/or deny these truths. 

Second, both of these cults erroneously teach that in 
order to be saved (heaven-bound) you must cooperate with 
God by doing good works. The Bible says that salvation is a 
free gift from God.26 A gift cannot be earned. The Bible 
condemns the addition of our works to the finished sacrifice 
of Jesus Christ. 27 

Galatians 2:21 says that if salvation comes by works (“if 
righteousness comes through the Law”), then Jesus died in 
vain. Salvation comes by God's grace through faith alone, 
not by our works plus God’s grace. 26 Simply put, each cult 
preaches a false and twisted message of salvation. Both 
groups masquerade similar beliefs that prevent access to 
God, and are not compatible with the Bible and the Spirit of 

God. (1Tim.4:1) There is no substitute for the Lord Jesus 
Christ. (John 10:10) 
 

The Bible teaches: 
There is only one God; 28 God is spirit; 29 only Jesus'  

sacrifice cleanses from all sin; 30 Jesus is the only way to 
God; 31 all who receive Jesus as Savior will be saved; 32 and 
Jesus rose from the dead in the same body He died in. 33    

There is only One God who reveals Himself to humanity 
in three personal manifestations in order to: connect us to 
Him - empower us to be like Him - and help us to personally 
know Him.40 As light is from light, true God is from true God. 
God is One essence. Only God can reveal God. God, who is 
holy and just, yet is able to be known --- must be triune.39 

These two cults distort these truths and thus lead many 
into eternal damnation. Why? Because...Only the Jesus of 
the Bible saves: the one who is worshipped, 21 prayed to, 22 
and called God 34 -- not the brother of Satan (Mormonism), 
not an angel made into a man (Jehovah’s Witnesses), and 
not a church group.  A false Jesus cannot save.  Faith 
works only when it is placed in the true God. 

Our faith is NOT in a great human teacher, a prophet, 
nor the humanity of Christ. Our faith is in the resurrected 
Lord of Glory - the Lord Jesus Christ, who is God our 
Savior.41 The term Lord means God, the absolute authority. 

The Mormons and Jehovah Witness 's are nice people 
and we love them; but they are misled.35 They do not know 
that the true gospel is the death, burial, and resurrection of 
Jesus for our sins and that we receive His forgiveness by 
faith alone (faith in the true Jesus). Satan has blinded them. 
35 Jesus said that if the blind lead the blind, both will fall into 
the pit. 36 The Bible exposes these cults, so you won't fall 
too. 

If you want to be assured of the forgiveness of your 
sins and have peace with God, then you must realize that 
you have sinned against God,37  and are, therefore, 
separated from Him. 38 Then, ask Jesus into your life. Ask 
Him to forgive you of your sins, and save you. He will. 32 
Seek Him. 

All you need to do is put your faith in Jesus, the one 
who is God, 20 who is worshipped, 21 prayed to, 22 and the 
Creator of all things.24   He is Savior and Lord and He is as 
close as the call of your heart. Read your Bible and attend a 
bible-believing and bible-teaching church. 

The Real Deal… 
Jesus is the image of the invisible God, and He is the one-of-
a-kind revelation of the ONE and ONLY God clothed in 
humanity. He fulfilled hundreds of specific prophecies---lived 
a blameless and sinless life ---healed the sick---performed 
signs and wonders that declared His deity and authority by 
overcoming all satanic power, was crucified on a Roman 
cross---suffered and died--- buried in a tomb sealed by a 
two-ton stone, and on the third day, He rose from the 
dead!  (Mathew, Mark, Luke, and John) 

God loves you but hates your sin because it is rebellion, 
and it will destroy you physically and spiritually (Romans 
6:23) Sin is breaking or disobeying God’s law. All humanity 
is guilty of breaking God’s Law (the Ten Commandments).  
God’s word is like a mirror.  It reflects what we really are 
and it most accurately displays how depraved and wicked 
we are by nature. Just turn on the TV news. You will see 
daily proof of how sinful humanity is and how it makes life 
on earth a living hell.  At death, some people will go the 
actual place called hell (the place of perpetual torment, 
utter loneliness and darkness forever).  Since God is holy 
and just, He must punish sin and the evils that people 
commit.  Even if every man-made law in the world made 
rebelling against God legal and a social statement, the 
Living God would still hold every person accountable for 
his or her own sins, selfishness and pride. (Matthew. 8:12 
& Mark 10:43-44) (1 Peter 1:16 & Isaiah 59:2)  Either we 
allow Jesus to pay for our sins or we will. 

 “For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven 
against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who 
suppress the truth in unrighteousness, because what may 
be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown 
it to them.”  (Romans 1:18-19)  

“The Father loves the Son, and has given all things 
into His hand. He who believes in the Son has everlasting 
life; and he who does not believe the Son shall not see 
life, but the wrath of God abides on him." (John 3:35-36) 

“But God demonstrated His love toward us that 
while we were still sinners Christ died for us." (Romans 5:8) 
Your soul is the real unseen you, which thinks, wills, feels, 
and initiates action. It’s the core and essence of your 
being. 
The Bible teaches that we are a spirit – we possess a soul 
and we live in a body. Once we leave our earth suit (our 
body) we will either be forever with God in heaven or 
forever separated from God in hell. (1Thes. 5:23, 1Cor. 
5:1) 

Jesus said,” This is My blood...which is shed... for 
the remission (the taking away) of your sins." (Matthew 
26:28) He also said, "I AM the way - the truth - the life, 
no one comes to the Father but through Me. If you had 
known Me, you would have known My Father also; and 
from now on you know Him and have seen Him. " (John 
14:6-7) 

“He who has the Son has the Life; he who does not 
have the Son of God does not have the Life.” (1 John 5:12) 
Just believing in God’s existence does not save your soul 
nor prepare you for heaven.  

Salvation happens when you first repent (renounce, 
turn away from a lifestyle us sinning) and surrender 
everything you are to Jesus as your highest authority 
(Lord) and believe in your heart that God raised Him from 
the dead.  Call on His name and you will be saved and 
free from the power of sin and satanic control. (Romans 
10:9-10) 

Your relationship with God begins when you become 
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Born-again (receive Jesus as your Lord and Savior).43  Once 
you place the weight of your life on Jesus, your sin is 
cancelled and your reward is Heaven. (2 Corinthians 5:1-21 & 
John 14:1-3) 

Call out to God --- from your heart even now: 
"Lord Jesus Christ – You are the Son of the Living God.  I 
repent and renounce all my sins. When Your blood was 
shed on the cross, it paid for my sin. You died and rose 
again from the dead for my freedom. I surrender my life 
to you and invite You into my heart. I receive You now 
as my Lord, my absolute highest authority, and Savior. 
Live Your life through me and I will live for You forever. 
Fill me now with Your Holy Spirit. Thank You for loving 
me Father. Amen." 
 
It is now very important for you to fellowship with genuine 
Christians who can pray with you and encourage you. Avoid 
and leave organizations / churches that preach a different 
Jesus and different gospel. (Galatians 1:8) 

Your Next Steps: 
Towards an Awesome Walk with God. 
• Read the Word of God daily. The Bible. It’s a good habit that will 

strengthen your faith and feed your soul. It is God’s love letter to you. Its 
histories are true, its miracles are authentic, and its words are God-
breathed. God will reveal Himself through His scriptures.  It is 100% 
reliable and contains truth relevant today. (I John 2:5) 

• Pray. Talk and listen to God always. He hears you and does answer. Keep 
your relationship with God current and close. You can pray anywhere - 
everyday - at any place.  Ask God to give you a passion to love and serve 
Him, becoming more like Jesus. (I Thessalonians. 5:17) 

• Make plans to attend a Bible-believing and Bible teaching church in your 
area. (Hebrews 10:25) A church is a place where Christians build their 
relationship with God and one another. A real church is NOT an 
individual, a building, or an organization; it is one BIG Family. God sees 
us as parts of one body that has unique functions. You are His hands and 
feet in this world. (Acts 2:41-47) 

• Obey God moment by moment. You are not an accident! God thinks you 
are special and worth dying for. He made you unique and gave you a life 
mission that only you can do. Our life is now encased with Christ in God. 
Our love for God now motivates us to worship and serve Him. As 
Christ’s disciple, we follow Him daily. (John 14:21) 

• Get water baptized at a local church. Water baptism is your first exciting 
step of obedience before the Lord. You make a public declaration of your 
faith in Christ and that you are a member of His one body. You identify 
yourself with His death, burial, and resurrection. (Acts 2:41) 

Six tips to finding a decent church. 
1. A good church will recognize God’s Word, the Bible, as God’s final 

authority. (2 Timothy 3:16) 
2. A good church will value people and build healthy relationships. 

(Philippians 2:3 & I Peter 1:22) 
3. A good church will recognize that the only way to heaven is by 

receiving Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. (John 14:6 & Acts 4:12) 
4. A good church will teach all members how to be led by God’s Holy 

Spirit. (Romans 8:14) 
5. A good church will teach all members how to find God's will. 

(Ephesians 5:17) 
6. A good church will help all members to find and operate in their 

unique ministry, gifts and abilities. (Ephesians 4:11,12)

This information is a very important warning 
about two cults: Mormonism and Jehovah's 
Witnesses.  By exposing their false doctrines, 
you will be prevented from mistakenly 
joining either cult.

What is a cult? 
A cult is a secretive organization that uses deceptive and 
manipulative techniques of mind control to coerce 
followers into following the demands of a leadership who 
have unquestioned authority to the detriment of 
members, their family and community. Cultists use 
methods that deprive individuals of the ability to make a 
free choice. All approaches to “god” and his approval are 
limited to efforts of the five senses; achievements and 
ones own merit without the personal involvement of God.  
Cult groups do not depend solely upon theological and 
spiritual persuasion to attract new converts; they use 
socializing sessions to instill dependency on the group and 
not on God. They consider the teachings of their 
organization more significant than the word of God (the 
Bible). 
 
The Mormon (The Church of Jesus Christ 
of Latter-Day Saints) cult teaches: 
• God used to be a man on another planet and Mormon 

men and women may become gods and goddesses of 
their own worlds. 1 

• There are many gods. 2 
• The Trinity are three separate Gods. 3 
• Entrance into celestial heaven is by the consent of God 

and the Mormon prophet Joseph Smith. 4 
• God has a body of flesh and bones. 5 
• God is married and produces spirit babies, in heaven, by 

having physical relations with his goddess wife. 6 
• Jesus, Satan, and all of us are spirit brothers and sisters 

procreated in a pre-existent spirit life. 7 
• God had physical relations with Mary to make the body 

of Jesus. 8 
• Your own blood must be shed for the forgiveness of 

some sins. 9 
• Good works are necessary for the forgiveness of sins. 10 
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
